NOTE: Judges should not try to identify the owners of the cars. If you know who a specific car belongs to, do not tell the other judges. It's not that we don't trust you to be impartial, but it is easier when you don't know who made the car. Also, some cars obviously will have had more adult "input" than others. Parents were encouraged to assist in making the cars, so a car should not be eliminated because "Dad obviously made it."

Cars should be judged in the following areas (10 points each, total possible=50):

Representation: How well does the car resemble what it is meant to be. For example, a car that is meant to look like a pig should look like a pig, not just a pink car.

Shaping: How well is the wood constructed. Consider shaping, sawing, carving, sanding, etc.

Paint: How well was it painted. Consider smoothness, gloss, number of colors, quality of

painted designs, etc.

Extras: Decals, driver, pipes, lights, grill, engine, or other added accessories that enhance the

car's appearance.

Judges Preference: In your subjective judgment, how does the car compare with others in its

category.
