Criteria: 
 

q Smoothness of the finished car 
q Evenness of shape 
q Originality, or model authenticity 
q Detail of woodworking 
q Difficulty of painting (detailed painting of stripes, numbers, etc.) 
q Give consideration to cars built by a child without a lot of adult assistance 

 
Procedure: 
 

q Judges review cars independently during the opening moments of the Grand Prix 
q Select (5) cars and rank them in order from 1st to 5th. 
q Points assigned to each ranking are shown in (parenthesis). 
q Compare all sheets submitted by judges and total all points earned by cars 

selected. 
q Top three cars earn awards 
q Place winning car number in the appropriate envelop 
q Seal the envelopes and give to the race commissioner.
